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ALL ARTS Debuts Three Films from 2025 Artists in
Residence David Opdyke, Brandon Kazen-Maddox and Lars Jan in April

ALL ARTS, the streaming platform and TV channel dedicated to the arts, has commissioned new works from three artists as part of the fifth annual Kate W. Cassidy Artist in Residence program. The films will debut Tuesdays from April 8 to 22 on the ALL ARTS broadcast channel, YouTube channel, website and free streaming app.

The ALL ARTS Artist in Residence series kicks off Tuesday, April 8,
with “Waiting for the Future” by artist David Opdyke, a sculptor and visual artist who explores globalization, consumerism and civilization’s relationship with the environment. “SOUL(SIGNS),” from American Sign Language (ASL) artist Brandon Kazen-Maddox, premieres April 15 and celebrates ASL, music and film. The festival concludes April 22 with “Holoscenes,” Lars Jan’s film adaptation of his climate-themed installation that toured public spaces worldwide from 2014 to 2022.

“We are delighted to showcase these groundbreaking artists as members of our latest cohort of artists in residence,” said James King, senior artistic director of ALL ARTS.

ALL ARTS Artist in Residence: “Waiting for the Future”

David Opdyke’s “Waiting for the Future” follows two walking buildings and an animated extension cord as they navigate surreal landscapes of antique postcards, encountering floods, fires, protests and climate refugees. Inspired by Terry Gilliam’s cut-paper animations and Samuel Beckett’s existential themes, Opdyke uses early 20th century postcards to examine nostalgia, capitalism and the climate crisis. 

Opdyke’s work examines globalization, consumerism and environmental destruction. His pieces are in the collections of the Museum of Modern Art, the Brooklyn Museum, the North Dakota Museum of Art and the Washington Convention Center. His animations have been screened at the Sidewalk Film Festival, Florida Film Festival and Ann Arbor Film Festival. A recipient of NYFA fellowships and a New York City Percent for Art commission, Opdyke has held residencies at Yaddo and MacDowell. His large-scale postcard project "This Land" was published by Monacelli Press/Phaidon in 2020.

Hosted by ASL artist and grandchild of Deaf adults (GODA) Brandon Kazen-Maddox, “SOUL(SIGNS)” explores the intersection of ASL, music and film. A collaboration between Deaf and hearing artists, the film features live performances, documentary interviews and an original Queer ASL music video set to Morgan James' song "Drown." The film co-stars Deaf actors Russell Harvard and Rosa Lee Timm, who also serves as the director of artistic sign language for the music video.

Kazen-Maddox’s work centers on accessibility and representation for the Deaf, Disability, BIPOC and LGBTQIA+ communities. They have worked across activism, performance, politics, film, television and theater, using ASL to bridge communication and artistic expression. They hold an MFA in dance and new technology from NYU Tisch School of the Arts and are a co-founder of Up Until Now Collective. Their work has been featured by PBS NewsHour, The New York Times, ABC World News and CNN. Kazen-Maddox is a recipient of the Creative Capital Award, New England Foundation for the Arts NDP Grant and New York State Council on the Arts grant.

Originally an installation exploring adaptation and resilience, Lars Jan’s “Holoscenes” connects everyday human behavior to the long-term impact of climate change. Captured between 2014 and 2022, it features performers carrying out daily activities within a 13-foot-tall, aquarium-like structure that fills and drains with water.

Jan is a director, visual artist, writer and founder of Early Morning Opera, a performance art lab integrating emerging technologies and live audiences. His work examines themes of surveillance, national borders and climate change through interdisciplinary storytelling.
His projects, including “Holoscenes,” Joan Didion’s "The White Album," "The Institute of Memory (TIMe)" and "Abacus," have been presented at BAM Next Wave Festival, the Whitney Museum, Sundance Film Festival and Art Basel Miami Beach, among others. He is a USA Artists Fellow, TED Senior Fellow, Sundance Art of Practice Fellow and Creative Capital Awardee. Jan holds an MFA from CalArts, where he is head of directing in the School of Theater. 

This is the fifth season of the Kate W. Cassidy Artist in Residence program, which launched in 2020 with Taylor Mac, MacArthur Fellow and Pulitzer Prize Finalist for Drama, as its inaugural artist in residence. The program was expanded under the artistic direction of James King, incorporating institutional partners that included The Shed in 2022 and HERE Arts Center in 2023.
